People love gifts but it's easy to give the wrong thing.

In China, even numbers (6, 8, 10 ...) are lucky but in both China and Japan, the word [
'four” also means ‘death’, so people don't like getting a gift of four glasses, for example.
And money? In India and Tibet, always give money in odd numbers (1,35 ...).

Flowers are usually great gifts but be careful. In Australia and Germany red roses are
for lovers and in Mexico red flowers are unlucky.
